THE ADMISSIONS PROCESS

• Register to take the admissions test, all information is on the school website.

• Entry is by the admissions test only. 
Pate’s and Denmark Road have catchment areas.

• Registration opens at noon on 19 May 2025 
and closes at noon on 27 June 2025.

• Ensure that you choose to share results
with all of the schools you would like
to consider.

• You are able to select a preference of 
test centre.

• Detail any additional needs your child
has.



THE ADMISSIONS TEST

• Test day is 13 September 2025.

• Two 45-50 minute papers which 
are all multiple choice.

• Materials are available on the
grammar school websites. 

• The best way to practice is to 
read and do mental maths.

• The test is provided by GL
Assessment.



AFTER THE TEST

• Attend Open Days

• After the results are received, complete
the LA Common Application form
where you state your ranked
preferences, by 31 October 2025.

• Pupil Premium students 
and Looked After Children 
who achieve the pass mark for
each school automatically 
receive a place at their school
of choice.
